 
 
    Fairfax Sportsplex Volleyball Rules 
 
 Sign Up Guidelines and Fees:  
· Teams sign up on a first come, first serve basis.  
· Teams can sign up anytime before session start date.   
· To guarantee your team spot full-payment is required by you’re by the DEADLINE DATE or your team will not be allowed to play.  
· Individuals that sign up will be placed in a Fairfax Sportsplex database where other teams may contact you to recruit you for their team. If you still are not on a team, and there is space an additional team in the league, the Fairfax Sportsplex will create a team from all the individuals in the database. These teams will also be filled on a first come first serve basis.  
Referees: 
· Referees appointed to officiate each game have complete authority on the field of play, and their decisions on points of fact connected with the game are final.  
· Officiating will be monitored and assessed periodically and management will always try to provide quality officiating at the facility.  
· Constructive comments regarding officiating are welcome and encouraged. Please submit any such comments in writing.  
· Complaints regarding officials should be submitted in writing, contain points of fact, and have your name and the name of your team at the top. Teams may not discuss the officiating in a game immediately following their game. Teams may fill out a referee complaint form and turn it over to the director of the league.  
· The director will take seriously all complaints written on a complaint form and turned in 24 hours after a game. The director will not take seriously complaints directed at him immediately following a game, verbal or written. 
· The director will not overturn any calls made by the referee during the course of a game.   
Guest Players  
· Guest players should be asked to play in an appropriate division based on skill (AA level players should not be asked to guest for a B team, etc).  This will be enacted on an HONOR SYSTEM (with the hope that the Sportsplex will not have to take a more drastic measure).  
 
Levels of Competition 
· The facility will offer the following divisional structure:  
HIGH - Premier division for the most advanced players and teams.  
MIDDLE - For the competitive players.   
LOW – For recreational players and beginners.   
· The Fairfax Sportsplex reserves the right to combine divisions if necessary with notice.  
· The Fairfax Sportsplex reserves the right to make the necessary changes within league divisions to ensure an equal level of ability and competition.  
                 
 
 
 
 
 
                           Court Etiquette at the Fairfax Sportsplex 
 
 
· Players CAN NOT enter the volleyball courts until their court is ready.  Please stay outside the 3  Volleyball courts. 
 
· Team reps please tell your player to show some respect and courtesy to teams playing their game. Do not move across a court while the ball is in play  
 
Do not interfere with a player when serving. 
 
· Do not stand or sit on the court or the back wall unless your team is playing at that time. 
 
· Walk as quickly as possible across the courts. 
 
 
 
 
Sportsmanship: 
· Individuals are expected to play under control and within the rules of the game as to avoid causing injury to themselves and other persons using the facility.  
Waiver: 
 
· Every participant must sign a waiver before they step on the court. This is the team representative’s        Responsibility. 
 
                                   New Rule:

11.3 CONTACT WITH THE NET
11.3.1 Contact with the net by a player between the antennae,
during the action of playing the ball, is a fault.
The action of playing the ball includes (among others)
take-off, hit (or attempt) and landing.
11.4 PLAYER'S FAULTS AT THE NET
11.4.4. A player interferes with play by (amongst others):
- touching the net between the antennae or the antenna itself during
his/her action of playing the ball,
- using the net between the antennae as a support or stabilizing aid
- creating an unfair advantage over the opponent by touching the net
- making actions which hinder an opponent’s legitimate attempt to play
the ball,
- catching/holding on to the net.
Players close to the ball as it is played, or who are trying to play it, are
considered in the action of playing the ball, even if no contact is made
with the ball.



[bookmark: _GoBack]However, touching the net outside the antenna is not to be considered a
fault (except for Rule 9.1.3).
